Chanukah candles should be lit after

5:33 PM on the evenings of Chanukah, or at
any point afterward as long as people are
awake in the home. The candles should burn
for at least half an hour.

On Friday night, Chanukah candles can
be lit at any time from 3:55 until 4:34. The
candles or oil should be sufficient to burn
until after 6:00 PM. (If time is pressured, you
can defer the singing of Maoz Tzur until the
meal on Friday night.)

Chanukah candles are lit before Shabbos
candles.

During Chanukah, we say full Hallel
during Shacharis, and say Mizmor Shir
Chanukas Habayis following Shacharis.

Al Hanisim is recited in Shmoneh Esreh

and Birkas Hamazon. There is no insertion
for Chanukah in Al Hamichyah.
